Hello and welcome to the first half of our Spring term in Nursery. This half term our topic is ‘Journeys’. We will explore this topic by looking at stories where characters go on exciting journeys. Our key texts for this half term are; We’re Going On a Bear Hunt, The Gingerbread Man, and Handa’s Surprise. During this topic we will be looking at different types of settings and landmarks including; forests, fields of grass, farms, schools, rivers and a safari. We will also be learning the names of animals that may live in a safari and will be looking at their unique patterns.











Some of the things we will be learning this half term are: 


Listening and Attention: We will continue to practise sitting as a group on the carpet and taking turns to listen and to talk to each other during discussions. 


Early Reading skills: In phonics, we will be learning about words which rhyme, how many syllables we each have in our names and alliteration words. Once we feel the children are ready we will also start practising our oral blending skills to prepare for when we start phonics.


Music: We will be learning to sing the Nursery rhymes; ‘Here we go round the mulberry bush’, ‘Rock a bye baby’, ‘5 little monkeys’ and more.


Name recognition – We will now start practising to write some of the letters from our names. You can help us at home with this too. ( 


Art – We will be learning how to draw a paint different types of animal patterns for example a stripy pattern and spotty patterns.


Maths - We will learn how to use some words around position to understand ‘in’, ‘out’, ‘next to’ and ‘under’. We will also be learning to recognise and describe some simple 2d shapes and will be learning how to show numbers 1-5 on our fingers.


PSHE – We will learn to build our resilience and to keep going when things get difficult.





The Book fair will be in the hall after school during the week of the 26th January, feel free to come and buy some of the books on sale before and after school!
