Hello and welcome to the first half of the Autumn term in Nursery. Your children are now beginning to become much more settled into their school routine and many of them have started to make new friendships too. 


This half term our topic is ‘All About Me’. During this topic, we will get to know your children really well, learning who is important to them, what they like and what their interests are.  


We will be developing lots of key skills in Nursery and we will do this through play and also during some guided carpet sessions. We will practise sitting as a group on the carpet and taking turns to listen and to talk to each other. 





We will also be learning how to listen to stories and to join in with repeated parts to become familiar with them. The first rhymes that we will learn to sing together will be; ‘Twinkle Twinkle Little star’, ‘If you’re happy and you know it’ and ‘Wind the Bobbin Up’. In our Art lessons, we will practise drawing self-portraits and adding more detail into our drawings.














From this week we will start sending reading books home. Reading books will be changed every Tuesday morning, please make sure your child brings their reading book and the yellow reading record to school every Tuesday so that they can be given a new book.


At first we will send picture books home for your child. You can read these books to your child after school, or as a bedtime story. Please encourage your child to listen to the story and help them to talk about the pictures and what the different characters are doing. Once your child becomes familiar with each story, allow them to have a turn becoming the reader as they try to remember and retell some of the key parts from their book.�


We encourage families to read a minimum of three times a week as reading books is vital to supporting language development.





All of your children are now signed up to Tapestry. Tapestry is free for you to use and it’s a great way for teachers to share class news with parents.  


Teachers will also upload photos onto Tapestry so that you can see what your little ones have been up to in school! 


If you haven’t signed up to Tapestry yet, but wish to do so, please speak to your child’s class teacher.





Please help your child to become independent as they learn to look after their property in school. You can help to keep their belongings safe by writing their name clearly in all of their belongings using a permanent marker pen or a stick-on name label. This will also help your child to learn to recognise their name early on, what a great skill for them to have!


Here is a list of property that we would like clearly labelled; jumpers, cardigans, t-shirts, trousers, skirts, shoes, water bottles, coats and book bags. 











During dinner times, your child can either bring a healthy packed lunch from home or you can pay for your child to have a cooked school dinner. If your child is on school dinners, please pay for these using Parent Pay.  If you would like to check if you are eligible for free school meals, you can do so by visiting the gateway building and enquiring.��If you send a packed lunch from home, we kindly ask that you do not send nuts into school as we have nut allergies in Early Years. We also ask that grapes are cut in half, lengthways, as whole grapes can pose a choke risk to young children. 





Now that the weather is getting cooler and wetter, please send your child to school with a coat every day. Waterproof coats are ideal as we do play outside in all weathers. (
