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To start with, we will be finishing off our work on The Lost Happy Endings where the children will be writing persuasive letters. 

The theme this half term will be animals and in relation to this, the children will be looking at the book, The Whale, where they will immerse themselves into this vivid picture book. This wordless picture book has detailed-filled pages which play out this epic story with eerily dramatic graphite illustrations. Throughout the term they will use the book to write a description setting.
We will also be:
· Ensuring that our sentences are structured correctly through regular grammar starters.
· Writing in the correct tense
· Focusing on the correct use of spelling through a variety of spelling activities.
· Extending our vocabulary to use sophisticated language in our work.
