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This term the children will be looking at the book ‘Manfish’ by Jacques Cousteau. We will be immersing ourselves in this book, analysing the language and structure before implementing this into our own writing where we will be writing our own Invention Narrative and Biographies.  
Throughout this unit we will be:
· Ensuring that our sentences are structured correctly.
· Writing in the correct tense.
· Using the correct spelling rules. 
· Extending our vocabulary to use sophisticated language in our work.
· Practising our comprehension skills.


MATHS

We will be continuing to use White Rose this term to support our children in identifying methods that they can apply to problems in different contexts. 
Areas we will be looking at are:
· Length and Perimeter 
· Fractions 
· Decimals
We are getting closer and closer to our end of year times table test. To prepare ourselves, we will continue to do weekly times table lessons but can you please ensure that you support your child in practising their time tables at home on a regular basis. 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Throughout the half term we will be doing very exciting lessons in History, Science, Computing, RE, French and DT. 

In History, we will be looking at what changed in Britain after the Anglo-Saxon invasion. In Science, we are exploring animals and their habitats. In Computing we are looking at computational thinking. In RE, we are looking at why the day Jesus died is called ‘Good Friday’. In French we are looking at parts of the body. And in DT, we are looking at adapting a recipe and making our own biscuits.
